Warm up                                                                                   10mins

Sing, ‘Hello children’ (GEGE). Ask the whole class to respond and then for volunteers to sing alone.

Teach the children the call and response chant, ‘Lickety Split’ and ask them to change the tempo or volume.

Introduce, ‘Metre Mix’ to the children. Explain that music is divided up into blocks of time called bars and each bar has a specific number of beats in it. This is determined by the metre of the music. Each bar has a strong beat which is number 1. Many of the pieces they have played have a metre of 4. Ask the children to clap on the number 1 and 3 when you count up to four. Now repeat with the numbers 2 and 4. Divide the class into two groups and repeat this activity with one group clapping on 1 and 3 and the other on 2 and 4. Now divide the children into four groups and give each group different numbers to clap on e.g. 1 and 3, 2 and 4, 1 and 2 and 3 and 4.

Main activities                                                                        22mins 
Remind the children of the notes they have learnt to play so far, GAB and the new notes, C and D.

Use the game, ‘Don’t play this one back’ as a vehicle with which to practise the notes they have learnt.

Show the children the four pieces of card and the eight balls and remind them that each card is worth one beat. If there is one ball on each card, the note they should play is a crotchet (‘tea’). If there are two notes on a card, the notes they should play are quavers (‘coffee’). Try a few rhythms from ‘Don’t play this one back’ (tea tea coffee tea) and ‘Fiddler’ (coffee, tea, coffee, tea and coffee, coffee, coffee, tea). Each time, ask the children to say, clap and then play the phrase on G, B or D.

LA to use the notes G and B only

HA can use a mixture of two notes when playing back the rhythms e.g. B and D

Now show the children flashcards with the rhythms on. 

Can they recognise the crotchets and quavers with sticks on top of the balls?

 What do they notice about the sticks on top of the quavers?

Tell the children that they are going to learn a new song and teach them the first verse and chorus of ‘Crash, beep, beep’.

Can anyone tell me what the rhythm is of the first line? (coffee, coffee, coffee, tea)
