Explain to the children that they are going to learn two songs which can be sung in canon or sung together as partner songs. They will then add an ostinato to the songs with their guitars.

The first is called, ‘Old Abram Brown’. Sing it to them and ask them what the character of the song is. Can they listen to the first phrase and follow the shape of the melody with their hands? Ask them to sing the first phrase and then repeat this with the remaining three phrases.

Remind the children of the rest stroke they were playing with last term and the notes which they used to play, ‘Mary had a Little lamb’ and ‘Folk Song’. Try several call and response activities using the notes BAG separately and then moving from one to the next.
Low ability: Use B and A

High ability: Use BAG and in particular try moving from B to G
 Perform Folk Song and Mary had a Little Lamb.

Ask volunteers to play phrases from either of the two pieces alone.
Sing, ‘Chicken on a Fencepost’ together with the actions and then in canon.

3) Every child has 5 minutes to make up their tune-it must be easy to play and sing

Stop the children and tell them they have another 5 minutes to share their ideas (every child’s tune must be heard by his or her group) and then they must decide upon the tune they like best.

The criteria for choosing the tune is as follows: Can the tune be played easily?

Can it be sung easily?

Does it fit the rhythm of the words?

Do they like the sound of it?

Practise the chosen tune and write it down for next week.

Can anyone think what family the guitar belongs to?

There are many other groups in which instrumentalists can play-list some for the children and emphasise the social nature of music-making. E.g. life-long friends, going on trips, playing together in concerts.
Main activities                                                                        25mins

Show the children the violin – what family does this belong to?
Ask if anyone in the class plays it.

Show the children how to hold the instrument-pluck it and bow it.

Repeat this with a wind instrument (clarinet or flute) and explain the hygiene problems we have with passing the instrument around. Explain how the lips (flute) or reed (clarinet) vibrate in order to produce the sound. If they are trying the flute, the children should pretend to be blowing over the top of a milk-bottle.

Now show the children a brass instrument. They should pretend that they have a piece of grass between their lips and try to make a buzzing sound by making them vibrate. I t is the lips vibrating against the mouthpiece that makes the sound. The children might need to experiment with tightening or loosening their lips in order to create a sound.
Organise the children into three groups and give wipes to the woodwind and brass tables. (TA/Teacher should be supervising these tables). Give each group about 8 minutes on the instrument before swapping.

Plenary                                                                                          7mins
Ask the children for their preferences. Do any of the children want to play new instruments next year or do they wish to continue with the guitar?
